Commissioner Schaadt explained the Public Hearing was for the text amaenentsto
sections200, 312,403,500, 508, 513,523,904, 905, and 912 of the Granville
Township Zoning Resolution.

The application came about by the request of th&ranville Township Trustees and
Granville Township Zoning Inspectotto clarify a number d items in the code.

Section 312 Schedule of Fees, Charges, and Expenses
The Board of Township Trustees shall by resolution establish a schedule of fees, charges, and

expenses and a collection procedure for zoning permits, amendments, appeals, variances,
conditional use permits, plan approvals, and other matters pertaining to the administration and
enforcement of this resolution requiring investigations, inspections, legal advertising, postage, and
other expenses. The schedule of fees shall be available in the office of the zoning inspector, and
may be altered or amended only by the Board of Township Trustees. No permit will be issued until
the appropriate fee has been paid and no hearing or appeal will be conducted until the requested
deposit has been posted with the Granville Township Zoning Inspector or Fiscal Officer. Applicants
or appellants are responsible for all charges and expenses to conduct a hearing or appeal and will
receive a refund or billing for the difference between their deposit and the total costs.

A) Background Information:

5) A werbal written statement, which offers a conceptual overview of the proposed development. This statement
shall include a description of the nature of the proposed development, proposed land uses including specific
types (e.g. two-family dwellings, local businesses, golf course, etc.), and the clientele for which it is to serve
(e.g. public, residents only, retirees, etc.)

15) Certifieation-that all-information-in-the-application-is-true-and-correet: Under penalty of falsification, I

state that the contents of the Application, including attachments and supporting documents and, to the
best of my knowledge and belief, this Application, is true, correct and complete.

Section 912.8 PUD Development Plan Review

A public hearing shall be scheduled by the Granville Township Zoning Commission on the proposed plan.
Notice of this hearing shall be given in a newspaper of general circulation in the Township at least 10 days prior
to such a hearing. Notice of this hearing, by first-elass certified mail, shall also be sent to all adjoining property
owners and property owners within 500 feet of the proposed development 10 days prior to such a hearing.
